Warm up: Before students get in the classroom, the teacher pastes 5 charts on the wall, 15 minutes
Ice-breaker divided in 2 parts (now and before), around the classroom with different topics such | T-SS
as: entertainment, streets, traffic, houses and people’s activities. SS-SS
Once in class, teacher asks students to organize in 5 groups (same number of Pair work
students), and choose one of the topics of the charts. Group work
Then, students have to brainstorm ideas on the selected topic to write on the chart. Group work
For example, traffic: how is the traffic in your city now. Entertainment: what do Individual
people do in their free time? And so on. work
Teacher have students present the class the ideas on the charts, giving other
students participation in each other’s work.
Introduction: Teacher have students brainstorming opinions and knowledge by asking them about | 25
Introducing the same topics, but in the past. For example: How was traffic in your city 50 years T-SS
language ago? What did people do in their free time 50 years ago? And so on. SS-SS
Pre-? Teacher presents students a video showing the differences between life in the city Pair work
before and now. Group work
Teacher asks students to stand up and think peacefully about the changes the city
has suffered.
Assessment: Stop and GO: T gives SS a green and red card to answer the
questions taking into account that green represents “yes” and red represents
“no”.
e Has your city changed culturally?
e Has your city expanded in regards to size?
e Has your city changed its infrastructure?
® Are there more people in your city compared to 20 years ago?
Practice: Teacher shows a PowerPoint presentation where the past tense of regular verbs is
Controlled explained. During the presentation, teacher interacts with students by asking
practice questions dealing with regular verbs into present and past tenses.
While-? Teacher organizes the class in groups of five students and gives each group a set of

ten flashcards including verbs in present and past tense for them to interact.
Teacher gives directions on a self-assessment activity in which students show if they
have learned the studied regular verbs, using a PowerPoint presentation: if the
correct past form of the verb is shown, students have to sit, if not they have to stand
up.

Teacher asks students to work with a classmate- pairs to solve exercises on a hand
out. It is divided into two parts: first, completion exercises and second, written
activity.
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Assessment: Feedback sandwich: students are working in groups of 5 people and
when they finish their interactions, they will socialize them with another group and
will receive two positive comments on them and one thing they could improve.

Production: Teacher have students, using the verbs and information given in class, write at least
Freer practice 5 double sentences, comparing life in their cities before and now.
Post-? Teacher asks students to go back to the charts on the wall and write their ideas.

Each group select a representative to explain the class the before and now for each
category, giving time for the rest to ask questions or contribute with ideas.
Participation and interaction activity: Teachers have students reflect on which time
they would prefer to live (before or now) and why?

Assessment: Color Signal:
the teacher shows a blue face, a yellow face, and a red face for students to vote on
the performance of their classmates in the oral presentation

Wrap-up Teacher asks students to use the second part of the hand out to write three things:
1. Things | have learnt. 2. Things | need to learn. 3. Free ideas about the lesson.
Teacher and students organize a round table to share the three things and conclude
the lesson.
Assessment: The Muddiest Point
T Asks Ss to write the following questions and the answers:

e What do you need to go deeper in?
