Su hijo(a) realizara su propia descripcién de su rutina semanal,
tomando como modelo las lecturas realizadas previamente con el fin de compartir esta
informacidon con sus compafieros de clase y con su profesora; ademas, entablard una
conversacion escrita en donde formulard preguntas y dara respuestas dentro del marco
tematico de las rutinas diarias.

e Seccidon 4. (autoevaluacidn). El estudiante evaluard su aprendizaje a partir de las
actividades que desarrolld.

Las actividades que se presentan en esta guia dan continuidad y refuerzan el tema de las rutinas
y habitos diarios que se ha propuesto en momentos anteriores, y busca desarrollar la habilidad
para describir su propia rutina y para hacer preguntas a otras personas sobre el mismo tema.

Adicionalmente su hijo(a) cuenta con ejemplos de cada actividad y encontrara las respuestas
correctas al final de la guia, para que él/ella mismo(a) pueda contrastar y medir sus propios
avances.
