Estimados padres de familia y/o acudientes.

Esta guia de aprendizaje para el trabajo en casa se preparo con el fin de ayudar a su hijo o hija

a practicar el vocabulario, la gramatica y las habilidades de comprension y producciéon oral

relacionadas con la descripcion de rutinas diarias. El trabajo aqui propuesto se relaciona con el

modulo 1, unidad 2, leccion 1, del libro del estudiante English, Please! 1, que esta disponible en
la plataforma Colombia Aprende (http://www.colombiaaprende.edu.co/).

Su hijo (a) debera dedicar aproximadamente una hora para desarrollar todas las actividades de

guia relacionadas a continuacién:

1. ACTIVIDADES DE VOCABULARIO: (a) consiste en encontrar en una sopa de letras el
vocabulario relacionado con las rutinas diarias mas comunes. (b-opcion 1) Este ejercicio esta
dirigido a aquellos estudiantes que no cuentan con acceso a internet y consta de completar
un texto corto con algunas palabras de la sopa de letras desarrollada anteriormente. (b-
opcion 2) Los estudiantes que tienen acceso a internet deben ver un video sobre las rutinas
diarias y con base en él completar algunas oraciones cortas.

2. ACTIVIDADES DE ESCUCHA: en esta seccidn, es necesario escuchar un audio enviado por
medio de WhatsApp o correo electréonico y seleccionar las actividades de rutina que el
hablante realiza.

3. ACTIVIDADES DE USO DEL IDIOMA: (a) para el desarrollo de esta serie de ejercicios, el
estudiante necesita prestar especial atencidén a las palabras resaltadas en el ejercicio de
escucha, ya que esa informacion es necesaria para analizar, completar y seleccionar las
respuestas correctas. (b) El ejercicio siguiente consiste en subrayar la palabra correcta en
cada oracion. ]

4. ACTIVIDADES DE PRONUNCIACION: para realizar estas actividades de pronunciacion,
primero se requiere que el estudiante descargue el audio enviado por medio de WhatsApp
o correo electrénico y seguidamente lea y escuche el texto del ejercicio (b) prestando
especial atencién a las palabras y frases subrayadas. Después es necesario que el
estudiante practique la pronunciacién de dichas palabras o frases para que posteriormente
llame al profesor y le lea en voz alta 5 oraciones del texto (si no cuenta con acceso a
internet) o grabe y envie al WhatsApp del docente 5 oraciones del texto (si cuenta con
internet).

5. ACTIVIDADES DE HABLA: consiste en describir la rutina diaria de un miembro de la familia
haciendo uso del vocabulario y la gramatica estudiada a lo largo de la guia.

Para facilitar la realizacién de las actividades, se ofrecen ejemplos, las respuestas correctas y

recursos de apoyo adicionales.

Para finalizar, le pedimos el favor de brindar acompafiamiento a su hijo (a) durante el desarrollo
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de esta guia; de igual modo, verificar una lista de preguntas que encontrara al final de las
actividades, cuyo fin es evaluar el aprendizaje del estudiante a través de este material educativo.
