ORIENTACIONES PARA LOS PADRES DE FAMILIA 

Señores padres de familia, su apoyo sigue siendo pieza fundamental en el aprendizaje de sus 

hijos, especialmente en este momento. Esta guía de trabajo en casa tiene como objetivo 
practicar y desarrollar las habilidades de los estudiantes en el idioma inglés, que les permitan 

expresar sus actividades diarias y las actividades que hacen en el momento. 
Para el desarrollo de las tres actividades que componen esta guía su hijo/a empleará 
aproximadamente una hora. Aquí hay una descripción de cada actividad. 

I. VOCABULARY TASK (25 minutos).  
Esta actividad tiene dos partes: a) es una actividad de vocabulario donde se debe 

escoger la acción correspondiente a cada imagen que se ve en el recuadro.  
 

II. LANGUAGE FOCUS (45 minutos).  

Esta actividad contiene 4 puntos. Los tres primeros puntos es de escuchar pero ahí están 
las lecturas. Más abajo pueden encontrar el enlace para ver el libro y descargar los 

audios. También, le pueden pedir al profesor que les envíe el audio por Whatsapp. La 
actividad A es solo escuchar y leer y la actividad B se trata de practicar la lectura y 
grabar la voz del estudiante leyendo este texto con buena pronunciación, para ello debe 

pedirle ayuda al profesor hasta que lo haga bien y enviarle la lectura final en nota de 
voz al whatsapp del profesor. La actividad C solo se trata de escuchar y leer las acciones 

y, luego, deben asociar estas acciones con las imágenes correspondientes. La actividad  
D contiene 5 puntos que hacen parte del noticing approach o el enfoque de notar o 
descubrir. Deben poner cuidado a cada instrucción para que puedan sacar la respuesta 

de los dos textos tanto del texto de Adriana como el de las imágenes.  
 

III. SKILLS TASKS (45 minutos)  
1. Solo deben leer las actividades que hace la niña cada día y mirar las estructuras de 
las frases. 

2. Aquí solo hay que decir si las frases que reescribí son verdaderas o falsas. Deben 
comparar las frases de arriba con las del ejercicio para ver si dicen lo mismo o puede

3. Deben escribir un texto parecido al de la lectura anterior usando presente simple y 
presente continuo.  

4. Ese texto anterior, lo deben practicar, leer varias veces y, luego, el estudiante enviar 
un audio de whatsApp con su propia voz, con la lectura de este texto.
